Apple and pear growers in the Will­
amette Valley should apply the first 
cover «pray now for the control of 
codling moth. For two or three nights 
during the past week there was a con­
siderable flight of codling moths and 
eggs were deposited. The eggs will 
hatch in from 8 to 16 days, depending 
on weather conditions. The next spray 
should be applied before these eggs 
hatch. The spray is powdered lead 
arsenate used at the rate of 3 pounds 
to 100 gallons of water. In orchards 
where codling moth is not a serious 
problem, 2 pounds of powdered lead 
arsenate to 100 gallons of water is suf­
ficient to give commercial control.

Calcium arsenate has been used in 
the Willamette valley for codling moth 
control with only slightly less effec­
tiveness than lead arsenate and with­
out injury to the leaves or fruit, ac­
cording to B. G. Thompson of the Ore­
gon Experiment Station. Five years 
experimental results show cplcium ai- 
senate to be only slightly inferior to 
lead arsenate and to have carried no 
apparent injury to the foliage or fruit 
This material was used at the rate of 
three pounds per 100 gallons of water 
plus two pounds of hydrated lime in 
the cover sprays. “The addition of 
lime or other material as a buffer to 
prevent damage to the foliage and 
fruit does not appear to be necessary 
in the Willamette Valley," state D. C. 

i  Mote and Mr! Thompson in a recent 
experiment station circular.

Thoroughness of application is es­
sential in codling moth control. The j  
foliage, as well as the entire surface 
of every apple and pear should be | 
thoroughly covered with the spray so­
lution if worm injury is to be pre- 

i vented. Due to the earliness of the 
codling moth this year, the first cover ! 
spray might be combined with the 15- j 
day scab spray.
