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WHEAT LEAGUE TOLD HOW
EXPORT PLAN HAS HELPED

Vigorous action regarding numer- 
erous matters of state and national-pol 
Icy affecting farming in eastern Ore­
gon particularly, and the state gener­
ally tp some extent* was taken at ihe 
annual convention of the Eastern Ore­
gon Wheat league in its “homecom­
ing” session at Moro early in Decem­
ber. The league was organized there 
In 1926 as an outgrowth of the eco­
nomic conference on wheat growing 
sponsored by the Oregon State college 
extension service.

J. B. Adams of Moro, vice-president 
for the past year and chairman of the 
taxation committee for this conven­
tion, was elected president for the 
coming year, and Mac Hoke, Pendle­
ton, vice-president. Charles Smith, 
Heppner, was re-elected secretary- 
treasurer. Arlington will be the 
meeting place next year, as the league 
renews its “swing around the circle” 
of cities in the wheat belt.

The meeting was the occasion for 
what were considered highly signi­
ficant reports by officials in charge 
of government munaged exports of 
wheat from the northwest, and fed­
eral farm credit agencies at Spokane,

Orris Dorman, chairman of the fed­
eral exporting board at Portland, re­
ported that close to eight million 
bushels of grain have been disposed 
of outside the country since the ex- 
potting machinery was set up. He 
said sules are being made only at 
world prices and that supplies are not 
being dumped abroad as some had 
feared. Sales so far have averged 
about a 20c "drawback" or subsidy 
from the government processing fund 
to give growers a domestic price for 
this export wheat.

Dorman said he Is convinced the ex­
port plan has been responsible for 
reducing the spread between Port­
land and Chicago prices by at least 10 
cents, and that it «has kept the Port­
land market at least 15 cents above 
what It woi|l(!othkrwine have been He 
believes that this export subsidy meth 
od, which is the first plan closely ap­
proaching the old grange export de­
benture plan ever tried In America, 
Is workable even on a more national 
scale.

The league voted to ask continu­
ance of this export plan as long as 
necessary to clear out the oppres­
sive surplus from this area. Careful­
ly prepared committee reports were 
adopted by the convention dealing 
with taxation policies, farm finance 
and marketing, transportation, and 
production and handling.

OREGON NOW GROWS SWEET
POTATOES IN SOME AREAS

Sweet potato production in Oregon 
may seem strange, but A. G. B. Bou­
quet, professor of vegetable crops in 
Oregon State college, Is authority for 
the statement that it is entirely prac­
tical in certain localities and under 
certain conditions. A frost-free sea­
son of 120 to 130 days is the first re­
quirement.

Professor Bouquet has raised sweet 
potatoes of high quality on the ex­
periment farm at Corvallis. On the 
basis of his tests and the experience 
of some other growers he has pre­
pared a circular on sweet potato cul­
ture in Oregon which has been issued 
by the extension service. It may be 
had free on request.

Chemical* Kill Weeds
EUGENE The use of chlorates for 

the control of noxius weeds and other 
undesired plants such as different 
species of blackberries and poison 
oak, has given good results in Lane 
county, and the use of the chemicals 
is limited only by the purchasing 
ability of farmers, says O. S. Fletcher 
county agent. In spite of reduced 
farm incomes, nine farmers bought 
700 pounds of Atlacide, a commercial 
chlorate weed killer, and 31 bought 
2,320 pounds of sodium chlorate at 
cost through the office of the county 
agent during the year ending Novem­
ber 30, 1933, records show.

McMINNVILLE—A severe case of 
die-back in an orchard at Dundee was 
recently investigated by County Agent 
S. T. White and found to be due to
root berers.

Iron and the like During this 
process, enormous energy was released, 
keeping the star hot and radiant. Spec­
troscopic study of Ionized particles or 
atoms which have lost their electrons 
has revealed these secrets of the stars.
