FENNY-ANTE LEGISLATION NICKS CONSUMER

The public has heard a  g reat deal about the Robinson anti-chain store 
bill, a lready passed by the Senate. Its avowed purpose is to promote fa ir  
m erchandising practices, supposedly In the Interest of independent m er­
chant*.

Under It, large-scale buyers would be perm itted no price advantages not i 
accruing to the sm allest buyers. The interest of the consumer seems to have j 
been an entirely secondary Issue. W hy th is point goes unchallenged rem ains .
a  mystery.

The bill was p issed  with little  debate. A carefu lly  appointed commis­
sion competent to study m arketing practices m ight easily  have taken two 
yewrs to investigate a question so v ita l to consumers, before any bill was 
even framed.

Authorities on th is tremendously Important subject of legislation affec t­
ing the price of necessities, forecast that the resu lts of such a  bill, if it be­
comes a  law, w ill Increase cost of food alone $750,000,000 a  yea r ; elim inate 
stabilized production whereby m anufacturers sell goods to larger buyers 
during off-peak seasons at favorable prices, thereby keeping plants running 
steadily and lowering cost of goods to u ltim ate consumer; "freeze” the price 
level and subsidize the middleman a t the expenne of the consumer.

The bill would affect p ractica lly  every business In the country. Inde­
pendent merchants as well as chain groups would feel its influence. The 
consumer would pay the bill.

Congress should give the most thorough consideration to, instead of 
hasty passage of any legislation that penny by penny drives up the costs of 
necessities and commodities, thereby Increasing the cost of liv ing with re­
sulting loss of sav ings in every home.

Beginning In 1923, a large number of Chambers of Commerce have par­
ticipated In an annual fire  waste contest. The object of the contest Is to 
reduce fire loss, and m ch year aw ards of m erit are presented to winning 
communities.

To say the contests have been successful Is to understate the case. Dur­
ing the years since 1923, the partic ipating cities have shvwn a steady im­
provement In their fire records, and each year their proportional fire loss 
Ivis been under that of the country as a  whole.

It would be d ifficu lt to find a  more worthy community endeavor than 
this. Every time a fire  is prevented, everyone In the community is eco­
nomically benefltted. By the sam e token, every tim e a fire occurs, everyone 
in the community must chip In to pay for the loss. One of the greatest 
tragedies of fire Is that It is almost en tire ly  preventable—a  little  knowledge, 
a  little  time, a  lltle  money, will, elim inate p ractica lly  any hazard.
