William A. Ritchie, assistant 
archeologist of the Rochester Mu- ] 
seum of Arts and Sciences, has de- | 
finitely identified the skull as that 
of an Iroquois woman of twenty to 
twenty-five years of age, dating be­
tween 1300 and 1435.

At first it was believed the skull 
might prove to be that of a man 
reported murdered sixty years ago 
for his gold.
