One of the most encouraging 
things eryoountered in the safety 
work being carried on by my depart­
ment is tha interest manifested in 
every section of the state. Hundreds 
of letters have reached me, all carry­
ing suggestions as to ways and 
means for reducing tho number of 
accidents on our highways; schools 
throughout the state are using the 
literature and text book on safe driv 
ing sent out by the department; news­
papers and radios have been unstint­
ing In their furnishing of space for 
presenting the faiots to the public; 
and, under the direction of Hugh 
Reason, active local organisations 
composed of community leaders have 
been sot up in a numfber of the lar­
ger towns of the state and are ac­
tively at work on the problem of 
traffic safety, particularly as It af­
fects their own town. Those organi­
zations will work to bring about elim­
ination of physk-al hazards, to edu­
cate tho public in safe driving, and, 
whenever necessary, to promote en­
forcement.

Tho suggestions that have been 
mailed to this off icq have been of 
great value in planning the work. 
Some have presented new ideas that 
have carried real merit and all have 
beon greatly appreciated. The inter­
est in furthering this work shown by 
their authors has been an added in­
centive for going forward.

I am convinced that substantial 
progress has been made, but it Is 
only a beginning as compared with 
what can bo accomplished. If you 
have a suggestion if you have an 
idea as to how our accident record 
may be improved, it will be appre­
ciated if you will send it to me, ad­
dressed Earl Snell, Secretary o f  
State, Salem, Oregon. Your sug­
gestions may help to rt»dueo Oregon’s 
traffic deaths.

The Air We Breathe
Air is a mixture of gases, mainly 

nitrogen and oxygen; of these, the 
former supplies nearly four-fifths of 
the total, observes a writer in Lon­
don Answers Magazine. There is a 
layer of air extending nearly 200 
miles beyohd the surface of the 
earth, but at great heights it be­
comes extremely rarefied. Thus air­
men who wish to fly to high alti­
tudes must carry a supply of oxy­
gen. Although we ore not aware of 
it, the air which surrounds us has a 
definite weight. At sea-level a cubic 
yard of air weighs more than two 
pounds. Air is essential to all forms 
of life. If there were no air In the 
water of streams, ponds, etc., there 
would bo no life in them. Although 
air has a definite weight, wo do not 
feel it, because it acts inside as 
well as outside our bodies, and so 
“ strikes a balance."
