Keuthere an«l 
wool were the mint filling material 
for these ancient mattreeee* They 
were both used for the bed and day* 
time couch a» popular with the 
< i necks. However, the»e Greek beds 
hardly touched the luxury of the re­
clining place« of the Asiatics, for 
when Artaxeixle*. the Persian king, 
presented a magnlftclent bed to the 
Athenian envoy TftMOgoras. he »1»»* 
sent an attendant who new Iww to 
prepare It.

The Scaly factory at Tigard Is one 
of quite a number scattered over the 
United Slates, most of them being In 
the southern state» and when It 
comes to thinking about the comfort­
able sleeping of the American people 
the staff at work In Tigard aro doing 
their share. They make so|ne of the 
finest mattresses known and for 
heavy people, they have the mattress 
that does not sag In the middle and 
Is reinforced at "the vital third.

Tho mattress was first known 
when a hotel keeper In Sealy. Texas 
conceived the Idea of using up some 
of the cotton raised near the town 
In making his guests comfortable 
during their sleeping hours. He go! 
the "nark" of making mattresses 
and they must have been good for 
many of hie customers encouraged 
him to make quite a few of them to 
sell. Ho dtd so and finally the de 
mand for them really amounted to 
something and hts make of mattress 
was named for tho town Sealy. 1 his 
was mol's than 57 years ago. He be 
came a mattress manufacturer, em­
barking on anew carser after a long 
while spent as a hotel keeper.

Soon after the beginning of this 
century W. T. Kldrtdge of Sugarland. 
Texas and General Jacob Wolters 
puichased the Sealy company from 
tho original owners and transferred 
headquarters to Italia«, Texas, with
