One
thing is certain. Inflation is gradu
ally becoming a serious factor. Just
now it goes unnoticed by the people
in Japan because they are forbidden
to take more than 200 yen in or out
of the country. Morever, those sell-
ing in foreign markets are reaping
a temporary harvest.
