Chapter 595, Oregon Laws -947 
states in part: “Upon the appli­
cation of any two or more feder- 
illy recognized veterans’ organ­
izations. the county courts of Uii 
state hereby are authorized and 
empowered to pay out of county 
funds such amounts as the courts 
may deem to be necessary or 
advisable to assist in the con­
struction or acquisition of build­
ings to he used as club rooms 
3nd meeting places for service 
ind ex-service veterans of any 
war.”

Limit of amounts the counties 
may give are: In counties of
from 1000 to 5000 population. 
$5.000: 5000 to 10.000 population 
Sio.ooo; io,ooo to 20,000 popula­
tion. $15,000 20.0(H) to 106,000
population, $25,000; and more 
than 100,000 |x>pulatinn, $50,000.

The law says veteran organiza­
tions must apply to the county 
courts by July, 1948, and it pro­
hibits county financial aid for 
more than one such veterans’ 
memorial building in any one 
city..
