The laundry-workers will hold a spe-
clal meeting tonight in Unlon hall, A. Oy
U. W. bullding, and vote upon the
sition whether or not to ihstitute an im-
mediate strike.

Judging from the remarks mades by
employes today, there Is scarcely any
doubt as to what the result of the vote
will be, ns they are extremely irate at
the amttitude recently assumed by the
Employers’ Assoclation.

For the,last month a committee from
the workers' union has held weekly
conferences with the Employers’ Associ-
atlon, endeavoring to arrive at an agree-
ment, but, owing to the unylelding pol-
iey of the latter, nothing could be meo-
complished. Tha arbitration committee
falled to make a report, and now every-
thing has been left in the hands of the
employes, and it s almost a foregone
conclusion that & big strike will be de-
claréd tonight.

During the past week several union
employes have been discharged from the
Troy and other laundries for expressing
themselves rather freely on the situation.
The Employers’ Assoclation has not been
idle, and 1t Is Intimated that Mr. Bates
of the Unlon [aundry, who is now in the
Bast, 1§ there for the purpose of looking
up cheap labor. The employes have re-
peatedly Informed the proprietors that
they “would drap the wage quesilon If
they would only glve them reoo'nluon.
but this they refused to do.

The nssoclation professes to be opposed
te the union because it would be impos-
sible to secure enough union help during
the busy summer season. But the unlon
squeilches this argument with the foliow
Ing effectual declaration: At one time all
the laundries In the city have never em-
ployed over 307 employes, while the pres-
ent union membership is about half a
dozen short of the 300 mark.

1t is stated this morning that a lnwg.
dry employer was given §500 the other
day to join forces with the mssociation
and help down the union. The following
are the laundries which belong to the
assoclation:
