The
people had come out to bear a discus-
sion of the matters that pertain to the
State of Oregon, and they wanted to

proposed by' the Democratic candidates.
The ball Was filled, and people stood in

all available , space until the meeting
ended.

Comprehensive Discussions.
Ira E. Purdln . presided, and upon the

platform sat these cltisens:
W. ' M. ' Langley, Solomon Weckhert,

Hubert Bernard, William Schulmerlch,
W. H. H. Myers, Thomas Rltehy, Ralph
.Wann, Thomas Roe.

'Mr. Purdln Introduced W. A. Wann,
candidate for State School Superintend-- ,
ent, and the latter proenraed to set forth
his views as to the reforms that should
b wrought in the school system of Or-

egon. In brief, Mr. Wann proposes to
retain efficiency, while reducing the er--

qulrements of night study for the pri-
mary grades. He urged that the altera-
tions proposed by him have been effected
In the most wisely controlled school
system! of the East,, where experience
has taught that the recent tendencies
toward too. severe demands upon the
younger, pupils have been condemned,
and where the latest thought is for less
heavy work for the youngest children,
the while paying more attention to the
practical phases of education, and- the
proper strengthening of the body and the
cultivation of the skill of the hand.

The address was most favorably re-
ceived, and made a deep Impression upon
the listeners. Mr. Wann haa at least
caused the reaslng of some questions
that will have to be settled in the' fu-

ture beneficially to the school system
of the state.

Chamberlain on the Issue.
Whan Chairman Purdln introduced Mr.

Cahmberlaln to the audience,, there was
a storm of greeting cheers, and the
speaker was undoubtedly en rapport with
his hearers. He lost no time in getting
down to a discussion of the issues Of the
campaign, at first briefly referring to
Pacific University, the college located at
Forest Grove, and known as an Institu-
tion thorough In Its work and having
aent out many young men and women
who have' become prominent in the ip

of Oregon.
His address covered the Initiative and

referendum, the Philippine question,
purity of elections, and state affairs, the
last being treated at' length. Each suc-
cessive point was received by the people
In a manner to prove that the visit had
either made votes, . or demonstrated that
the voters were already favorably dis-
posed. There were cheers for each cli-

max, a$4 general good feeling between
the speaker and the audience.

Fairness Towards His Opponent.
Mr. Chamberlain exhibited courtesy

and fairness toward his opponent, Mr.
Furnish. He took pains to' accord him
the attributes of an estimable gentle-
man; and said that he had to do only
with Mr. Furnlsh's record as a public
official. In this connection, his funda-
mental proposition was this:

"Any man who has held office
should be Judged by the extent of his
effort to administer his duties effic-
iently and to remove from the people
the burden of taxation."

Predicating his. discussion upon the
foregoing sentiment. Mr. Chamberlain
proceeded to assert: t,

RIVER AND OCEAN.

It Is reported that the British ship Lord
Elgin haa been chartered for new crop
loading at 30 shillings.

All of the steamers on the lower liver
runs haul about all .the freight they can
handle these days, business having pltked
up very materially of late.

The steamship Pembrokeshire, which
was damaged,, on the Sylvia de Grasse
reef when leaving this port, has reached
Antwerp after a passage of 76 days.

An unsuccessful attempt was made Sat-
urday by the tug Astoria to pull oft the
British bark Baroda, which went ashore
nine miles off the Coqullle river August
2 1S0L At the time the Baroda went
ashore she was bound from Callao to
Portland In ballast. '

A deckhand, answering to the name1 of
"811m," on the steamer Ruth struck the
Chinese cook, Sam ng, with a dinner
plate yesterday, and the latter is now
laid up for repairs at St. Vincent's Hos-
pital. "Slim" was Intoxicated and did
not like the idea of being obliged to wait
to .be served at the second table.

On Saturday the American ship Roan-
oke sailed from Port Townsend for New
York with 147,000 cases of canned salmon
and 25,000 gallons of choice wines, valued
at 1850,000. The wines are from Califor-
nia and the salmon from .Puget Sound.

The steamer Anna Baron, built by R.
M. Leathers of Astoria for the Thllnklet
Packing Company of this city, has been
completed and successfully launched. The
vessel wilt be' taken to Alaska to be used
as a cannery tender.

John Raid and James Keating of As-

toria sold the launches Sylph and Eagle
Saturday to W. H. Barker for the Pa-
cific Packing & Navigation Company.
They will probably be taken to Alaska.
The consideration was I7&00. .

The schooner Amethyst Is at Village
Island, where she is being repaired by
G. Bishop, the contractor of Victoria, B.
C. The vessel drifted into Barclay Sound
bottom up six weeks ago, and after be-

ing looted by Indiana broke adrift.
All the in port lumber fleet were work-

ing Saturday. They were the-- Queen
Mary, the Carl and the steamship Vent-no- r.

Over 125 longshoremen were busy
loading them for the Pacific Export
Lumber- Company. These three vessels
will carry over 7,000,000 feet, and all of
of them are expected to get' away this
month. "

In regard to the closing of the bridge
draw a topic much discussed on the river
front, one of the steamboat men sug-
gests that .a compromise of the matter
might be arranged which would prove
satisfactory to all concerned. He be-

lieves jthat bridges might be doled at
certain periods to towboats, but draws
should always be open to passenger
boats, the latter not causing much de
lay .
