A murmur of approval, not loud, but
distinct, met the announcement by Judge
Bears, at 6:30 yesterday afternoon. In the

iSjtrlke Injunction case. After a whispered
consultation with Judges Fraaer, George
and Cleland, Judge Sears gave the temp-
orary restraining order a bad blow. He
announced: ( '

"The restraining order as to the Build-

ing Trades Council and the Federated
Traflea Council, Including the officers of
eucti. now stands dissolved. As to ths
bearing of the order upon the defendants,
the court will, for the present, take that
matter under advisement"

The hearing, In detail, In addition to
what was given by The Journal yester-
day, was as follows:

"No court of equity alts to condemn
employes in doing what my clients have
done," said Judge Carey. He demanded
that the Injunction as to them be dis-

solved. . He cited the Supreme Court In
the longshoremen's case. He wanted ths
court to immediately dissolve the Injunc-
tion and not to take it under advise-
ment ,

The fact that the notice of the Building
Trados Council had already been re
scinded out no figure with the principle
Involved. Buch was not ' matter of
court record.

Judge Bennett at XM addressed the
court In behalf of all the defendants save
those represented by Judge Carey. The

. rtoratea xraaes council, ne saia, ap-
proved of the strike, but not of any
threats that may bava been mads.

Judge Bennett declared that the au
' thoritias showed that injunction should
not be granted except In rare cases where
great wrongs were liable to be done.
The present was not ens of them. Em-
ployes have a right to quit work, singly

. or in a body; they have a right to peace
able influence others to do so. Employ
ers are entitled to certain legal rights
which are not moral "rights. Employes
have a right to appeal to publlo opin-
ion. This is a force for good; a coercion,
perhaps, but a moral coercion merely.
Xabor organizations are a good thing.
Btrlkes are unquestionably temporarily
bad things. It is an industrial battle.

The effect of strikes has been that em-
ployers and employes leara to respect
each other. The striker should have
the right to make his strike effective.

The employer has the same right as
hi men to make his appeal to publlo opin-
ion. If either side is right it should win,
worallyand legally.,

Counsel deprecated any right to do
wrong. He did not believe placarding
plaintiff's property was right He d

.Glared that defendants would not again
4o so. .That defendants ,had a. right, o
peaceably Influence workers to cease.'

Judge. Cleland asked counsel . whethei
Officers could rmtratrt memherfl of lahnr
unions. He also Inquired whether coun-
sel thought that officers of unions had a

; right to send out members on picket
"fluty. Counsel replied affirmatively.

Judge George then drew statement from
counsel that the men Were not authorised

Tto commit unlawful acts. If picketing
meant threats, that would be unlawful,
