NEWPORT, R. 1, May 30.—Citizens of
two natlions united today in paying trib-
ute to the memory of Admiral de Ter-
ney; the distinguished commader -of the
-French fleet, which came to the assist-
ance of the American forces in the lat-
tgr part of the war of the Revolution,
While his ship was at anchor in New-
port Harbor the Admsral dled of fever
and was buried here. His grave m Trin-
ity churchyard was the scene of the
commemorative services this afternoon.
The particirants Included Geperal Bru-
gere, Admiral Fornlere, the Comte and
Comtesse de¢ Rochambau and other mem-
bers of the French mission which came
over to attend the monument unvell-
ing at Washington last week. Tha Am-
erieans present Included representatives
of numerous patriotic socleties and other
persons of distinction. A feature of
the services was the placing on the grave
of & magnificent memorinl wreathy sent
by Presldent Loubet.
