ONTERTION

Anent Railways and
Ship Lines, by Mr.
Dell.

(The Journal Is in receipt of another
letter from Bidney Dell, of Astoria, who
usks space Iln which to present his views
anent te problems finvolving ‘the ship
and rail teafic. The Journdl accords
space for his good-natured discussion.

—_—

ABTORIA, June 13—(To the Edlor).—
‘With Astoria as the seaport of this
basin, Portland will be the permanent
rallway and, hence, distributing center
of this great empire, because the rall-
ways must all go to the seaport to share
in the trafMe. With Seattle as the sea-
port, Portland will be on a side Mne from
the Willamette Villey to Beattle as the
raflroad center. Portland would, then,
be the Sscramento of the Paclfic North-
weat.

Let us pauee for & moment and com-
pars the relations of Bacramento and
Portiand to the seaports and, from the

comparison, develop by analogy the
wreat t at underlles this sltustion,
vis., tha torla, not only cannot rival

Portiand but is the natural hand-maiden
of her commercial primacy.

Flve water Jevel rallway lines from
the great Callfornia ‘vallry—n valley as
large as that of the Nile and twice as
large as the Wilamette valley,run ‘into8an
Francisco as the seaport. Yel enly one
of these passes through Bacramento,
which i only a way station on thst line.
For this reason the seaport at 8an
Francisco has made that place the rall-
way center and Bucramento has dwindled
If those five lines had all pussed through
Bacramento the situation would have
been reversed. The four actusl, and one
projected, great lines of the Columbia
Basin ceater In Portland and will for-
ever do mo with Astoria us the sedport,
ipsuring Portland's commesclal primacy
‘s the distributing center. 1If thé Cas-
cade and Coast mountains did net ex-
Ist, those lines would center at Astoria
and make It the great commercial city,
whHe Portland would become s Sacra-
mento. On the other hand, with Beattle
as the final seuport these five lines would
all seurry to that point to share In the
traffic, leaving Portland to the fate of
poor old Bacramento.

ASTORIAE FUTURE.

Astoria’'s seaport #upremacy s, thefe-
fore, of the most vital importance to
Portland's future, since otherwise, Beat-
tle will become the final mpeaport. It
I8 a matter ,of the highest concern to
Portland. It means her commercial pri-
macy. Instead of fighting a common
point on exports for Astoria, instead of
fearing her as a rival, Instead of Indif-
ference even on the point of her hav-
Ing terminal rates, Portland should be up
In armas againgt the policy that refuses
that simple justice to her great hand-
maiden. Before conaidering other fea-
tures of Infinite benefit to Portlund from
this greatest of her suburbs, from this
greaiest wseaport on earth (Portland's
very own), I deem It wise Lo rest on this
single tople In order that it may sink
deep into the hearts and minds of the
merchants and property owners of lhp
inland metropolls.

1 will add, however, that I can hear-
tily agree with Major Sears that Nature

has mude Portland the site for the cen-
ter of population. 1 reach the conclu-
slon, though by a different line of reas-

oning—from the premise, not that she is
the inland seaport, but that she has,
without fear of rivalry, both an inland
and an ocean port. 1 would also re-
mark that [ disagree with Ellis Hughes
In his theory that seaports should be In-
land as far as possible, It violates a
great law of economy when' products
must go Inlund before they can be ex-
ported, traversing the same route back.
Mr. liughes' contention s, however, all
avolded by my plain proposition that
Astorin's seaport supremacy cannot hurt
but must help Portland. It is the grand-
est feature of Portland's grain situation
that only needs to be realized by her
people In order to place her in the lead
of all other Pacific Coast citles. My
next will further develop Astoria's des-
tiny as Portland's hand-malden,
