On the ¢ther hand, the teamsters visit
them and that the unions will in-
jure thelr business If they do not cease
patronlzing the boycotted firm. With
both sides working upon them, many of
the firms belleve that the only solution of
the dilemms in which they are placed
Is to make arrangementis to put In ofl-
burners,

There Is no indleation of an early =et-
tlement of the strike, The saw are
losing -heavily every day that It contine
uep, and are doing all in thelr power to
assist the boycotted firm. It Is sald that
Mr. Banfield attempted to form an asso-
clation with the object In view of en-
deavering to bring such pressure to bear
upon the breweries that théy would have
to geét thelr fuel from him. The effort
falled, gs the brewerles combined and
made arrangements to get fuel from oth-
er sources whére none but unlon drivera
are employed.

Othar companies are following thelr
lead, and it begins to look as If both
eides wlll soon be represented by gigan-
tiec combinations with opposing ideas. The
contest for supermacy glves every evi-
dence of belng bitterly fought out.

The men say that about all they Intend
to do at present Is to enforce the boy-
cott. They belleve this will be sufficient
to gain recognition from the Banfield-
VYeysey Company, E. Tooley, the busi-
ness agent of the unlon, seys the situa-
‘tlon loocks promising,. A fight was made
against the same company 4 yeir ago,
and it continued three months, resulting
in compromise. The present struggle has
been in existence but three weeks,
