NEW UNIFORM

Knickerbocker to be Substituted
For Long Trousers.

e——

The United Btates army s to bave &
new uniform. Radleal changes are to be
made In both service and dress uniforms
of officers and men of all branches of
the service. 2

Bome time ago Hecretary of War Root
appointed & special commission of army
officers to Investigats and report on the
question of Improvement in the uiforms
now worn. The commission has held &
number of hearingh, sxamined the uni-
forms of armies of other countries and
will report .to BSecretary Root recom-
mending & number of changes.

These recommendations will include the
adoption of khakl as the service uniform
for all armies, but full length trouners
for privates are to be abandoned. The
new service uniform proposed will have,
in place of full length users, knicker-
bockers and eithéer ) or & Wrap-
ping for the legs simllar 1o that used In
the Britlsh army. Long trousers are to
be retained In the dress uniform, but the
helmet will be abolished snd a cap with
& visor substituted. The brown slouch
hat with the service uniforn will be re-
talned.

The proposed changes (n the uniform
of officers are all in the direction of sim-
plicity. The present long, heavy sword
is to be abolished in favor of a short
and light-weight weapon slmilap to that
now used in the Itallan army. In full
dress uniform officers will wear a cap
with visor, which is to be modeled after
a pattern used in the Prusslan regiments
of the German army.

The knapsack is to be abolished and
in its place there will be s canvas bag
that will be suspended by straps over
both shoulders. Ths bag will hang
about the middle of the back.

General Miles appearsd befors the com-
mission and suggested a uniform for the
cavalry branch of the service. Hls sug-
gestlon was Ignored, as nearly all the
recommendations of the distingulshed
officer have been.
