The cocoyos thus worn illuminate the
wearer's. countenance and tialr in st per-
fect halo of light. Whether they will be
used In this way by local belles remains
to be seen.: The cocoyos are very hardy,
and will live for months with very little
or no attention. Local pet dealers are of
the opinion that If kept indoors and In
warm places during the winter In the
same manner that parrots and canaries
are kept, the coyocos can be domesticat-
ed and made to Increase and multiply tn
this country. This has proved successful
in the case of the little green chameleon
lizards of Florida that lay eggs and hatch
out breeds as long as they are properly
attended to.
