Kills Slowly
In demonstrations of spraying 

DDT in dairy barns, entomologists 
have found that the insecticide re­
mained effective for six weeks to 
three months but killed the flies 
slowly. Flies receive a lethal dose 
in crawling across sprayed areas.

Eagar Cane
