Fur Take Dwindles
The annual fur take In the United 

States Is decreasing while the popu­
lation of wild fur animals are In­
creasing, according to findings of 
tiie federal fish and wildlife serv­
ice. In a report of these findings, 
Trunk G. Ashbrook said:

"Warehouses are bulging with 
ruccoon, opossum, skunk, fox and 
coyote furs," Ashbrook says in his 
Introduction. “These are the ‘un­
wanted furs’—according to the 
trade designation. A considerable 
number of raw furs are only worth 
25 cents or less per pelt on the 
murket, and In some states local 
raw fur receiving houses are not 
buying certain species of long­
haired furs.

"Some Ideas advanced to build 
up the market tor these long­
haired furs Include shearing, clip­
ping and dyeing to make a 'new 
and exotic’ product. Already styl­
ists have shown crimson and green 
fur c o a ts .  Experiments In the 
production of fancy leathers from 
unwanted skins also continue 
apace. Suede shoes, gloves, ’cham­
ois’, billfolds and unique bookbind­
ings are only a few of the products 
manufacturers hope to make out of 
such skins as raccoon, opossum 
and coyote.”

Some operators of warehouses 
that are full of cheap raccoon skins 
have recently expressed the hope 
that "Dan'l Boone” caps of rac­
coon fur—with tails flying out be­
hind—would become a style hit 
again with teenagers, skiers and 
others, says Ashbrook. A revival 
of the old "Joe College” raccoon 
skin coats, though. Is not looked 
for. The labor Involved In making 
a coat Is expensive.

Hook In Water

the angler should sit In one spot, 
frowning worms or dunking flies 
for hours on end. The logical tech­
nique Is to cover the waters of a 
likely-looking pool as thoroughly as 
possible, then move on to the next.

Remember, too, that when you’re 
fishing for trout that are visible 
to you, you are also visible to them. 
Be sure your bait Is in position 
where one or more of such fish can 
see It. Then leave It long enough 
for the fish to make up his mind 
whether or not he wants it.

Never go any closer than neces­
sary to present the bait; stay out 
of range of the fish’s vision as 
much as possible and remain mo­
tionless. Such tactics often enable 
one person to catch fish in a pool 
where other fishermen aren’t do­
ing so well.
