How to Plant a Tree—
And W hat Kind to Plant

In most cities the planting of 
street trees is controlled by local 
civic authorities in order to main­
tain an interesting uniformity of 
species and avoid trouble with up­
lifted sidewalks and the wrong 
planting of fragile, easiljs^iroken 
trees. Now that effective spraying 
methods have been found for the 
control of the bark beetle which 
carries the Dutch Elm disease, 
American elms may again be 
planted.

For planting in residential urban 
areas, the following kinds are rec­
ommended by Howard Taylor, 
president of the American Associa­
tion of Nurserymen: Red oak, 
sugar and Norway maple, thornless 
honey locust, scarlet oak, shingle 
oak, silver linden, little leaf Euro­
pean linden, sweetgum and cork­
tree. In acid soil regions, pin oak 
can be used.

Set the tree the same depth It 
grew In the nursery as revealed 
by the soil mark on the trunk. Dig 
a good sized hole. It is better to 
make a five dollar hole for a two 
dollar tree than a two dollar hole 
for a five dollar tree. If the sub­
soil is clay or hardpan remove It 
and substitute coarse gravel for 
better drainage.

Untangle the roots, cut off any 
bruised or broken ones with sharp 
shears. Set the tree in the hole and 
spread out the roots. Do not let 
them cioss, wind around, double 
under or crowd. Cover the roots 
with good tonsoil and then tramp
