Washington Man Who Mnrdered Three People
| —Conlessed His Crimes.

Kalama, Wash., Jan. 28.—Martin
Stickel was hanged in the jail yard at
9:87 o'clock Friday morning, for the
murder of W, B. Shanklin, near Kelso
'in November, 1800. Rtickel was taken
from the cell at 9:456 by Sheriff Hunt-
|ington and four attendants. He
' walked to the scaffold unassisted, and
'ascended the steps with steudy tread,
