This has long been
the case, Nobody hears of approprin-
tions for the betterment of the teachers
and chlldren of the primary schools,
There Is 0 woeful Inck of room for chil-
dren In those grades, and whenever
there I8 any monsy to be disposed of
It I applled to the upper end of the
syetem,—New Orleans Pleayune,

The question of the short skirt for
tenchers In still belng oceaslonally agl.

The alm In some books seems
to be to bring In as many difficult
words as possible, But the abllity to
spell diienlt words counts for lttle un-
less they are to be used In one's own
composition. There I8 no use In an-
tielpating In the elementary school the
wants of the man of forty. It need not
cnuse a shudder if the pupll should be
unable to spell more than a small frac-
tion of the less-used technical and dif-
cult terms of selence, These may blde
thelr time, The pupil eannot In any
case master them all, ‘What Is lmport-
ant I8, that he form the habit of spell-
ing decurately the words that belong
to his range of thought, and that he
comdinue the process when he ad-
viinees to the higher studies. To the

Iuhjwlhm that many puplls who leave

pchool early often assume responsible
positions In later life, and hence ought
to learn the spelling of unsunl words
In school, the answer I8 easy. No such
prophetic method Is possible, The exi-
gencles of life are far too varied to en-
able the schools to foresee them all—
William E, Mead, in Educational Re-
view,

The true teacher Is not chlefly con-
cerned about his salary, This Is an lm-
portant item M his llst of necessities,
and he Is not likely to recelve too wuch
of It, If he I8 a true teacher, Bechool
directors are not glven to extravagance
of this kind. But salary Is not the most
fmportant thing In a teacher’s lite. It
i more Important that he be consclen-
tlons In his work. The teacher who
puts his conselence In his work wll] sue.
ceed where others fall. If ln no other
way he will succeed In belng at peace
with himself. The palustaking, con-
sclentlous teacher g apt to glve each
puplil the attentlon which he deserves,
amd so secure for each one the best
frults of his toll. He wi!ll necessarily
make each scholar feel his interest In
hilm, which will Ingpire a pupll to do his
best. To get each pupll to know his
own wenkness and to remedy It; to
bring each pupll to the point of doing
hilg best; to enllst every energy of the
chlld In the tasks to be done—this Is
work which has no money valuation.

"l‘lw true teacher cannot measure the

amount of his work by the slze of his

| salary, but will do whatever 1s neces-

sary, and as long as it 18 necegsary for
success, e who gauges the amount
of his labor by the size of his salary Is
a mere hirellng, and unworthy of a
place In the ranks of true teachers, A
high Ideal, and consclentlous work are
essential to every one who Is worthy of
belng called a teacher.—American Jour-

Fe has
been the ablest and moxst eloguent de-
fender of the present administration In
the great crisis of the last few yenrs
and at the sume timeé haw shown the
most Independence. He threw down
the gauntlet to Senator Hanna and re-
fused to regard the ship subsidy bill as
4 party measore. |

NSpooner Is ealled the little glant of |
debite In the Benate, He does not
spenk often. He Is regerved for emer- |
gencles and when he speiaks there Is a
full Benate to hear him. He has all the |
atteibutes of the orator, and, eoupled |
with these, all the methods of a great
lawyer, These comblned make him the
most fovuloerable debater I the Sen-
nte, He has the fire of Tillman and the
colture of Laodge, the quiet wit of
Mnson and the profundity of Hoar; the
elogquence of Depew or Foraker and the
exactness of statement of Platt, of Con-
necteut, or Hale, of Malue, In debate
he comblnes all the qualities of all the
other foreible men in the Senate and
with all these attributes he hag more
Independence than most of them, The
administration counsels with Spooner,
but does uot always win him to Its

Spooner Is an Indianian by birth, but |
has been a resldent of Wiscons!in since |
18680, He was edueated there, enlisted |
In the Unlon army there, carried a mus- |
ket in the ranks, and afterwards cum'|
wanded a company in a Wisconsin regl- |
ment; was brevetted major at the close |
of service and became private and mil-
tary secretary to Governor Falrehild.
He began his law practice In the Wis-
consin woods, at Hudson, was elected |
to the lLeglslature, and after that was
known only as a promising lawyer untll
he was elected to the Unlted Btates Sen-
ate In 1885, He attracted attention in |
the Senate as an orator in his eulogy In |
memory of the “Black Eagle of Il
nols” when SBenator John A. Logun|
dled. That eulogy stamped Spooner as
one of the men of rare eloquence In the
Ameglean Congress, and he has not dis- |
appointed his admirers since, whether
he spoke from the heart deep sentl-|
ments or took up the grave and Intrl- |
cate discussion of eonstliutional rights
or International law, He has neither
the commanding presence nor the full
volume of volee given to other men who |
measure words with him in debate, but
his speech commands by reason of the
great thoughts clothed In graceful lan-
guage, the sound logle, and the knowlk
edge of law at his command.
