SALAD DRESSINGS
There aro no more wholesome, at-

tractive or delicious salad than
those made from the canned fruits
and vegetable which are entity ob-

tainable at all senxoua of the year.
The preparation of a salad With a
canned fruit or vegetable as the main
constituent is simple In the extreme
and with any of the following dress-
ings will make a welcome udditio.i
to any repast:

French Dressing.
Two tablespoons puwdered sugar,

li teaspoon salt. teaspoon paprik.i,
! tablespoons vinegar, 4 tablespoons
olive or salad oil, AVorceste rshlrv
sauce.

Measure the sugar, suit, pnprlk.i
and vinegar Into a bowl. Stir or beat
till thoroughly mixed, then add oil,
and If desired, a few drops of Wor-
cestershire, a bit of garlic, chopped
chives or onion. Mix thoroughly bv
Stirling or beating. French ilressiim
should be served on u green or u
vegetable salad, and should always
be prepared Just before it Is .served
