Washington. April I —Ths vital 
point In the Cutían situation, via., in- 
dapvndsn*-«, has shifted Itswlf from 
Washington to Madrid, wl.sra the 
hpaniah government is now giving 
grave and earnest consideration to 
projswitions presented by the govern 
meni of the Unitwl Matea, tin the 
answer to these propositions depends 
the futura course of the rrlatn r s ' 
tween Kp«in and 11,a Unitwl Matea.

Tbs Hjwnlsh ministry will ledd a cabi­
net council tomorri'W. after the propo­
sition« have been siihmitle*l to the

miniatration that a definite answer ta 
Ita proposals will lie rer-eive-i.

The American consul at
Arabia, gives an a count in the last 
volume of I -insular RejMirta of a curi­
ous herd of sheep in «>>inali!atid, which 
is a desert country. Tlo-se straep sut>- 
sist on prickly mimosa, a kind <it d-wert 
scrub bush, seemingly the most unpal­
atable of food. Their striking jm:uliar- 
ity, as deacribed by the* consul, is a 
large lump of pure fat growing right at 
the root of the tail. A medium siaed 
lump of this fat weighs ala-ul four 
pounds, arid it varies from one and one- 
bait to six pound* People who have 
studied the nature and habits of these 
sheep »ay that, like the camel, which 
is able to suleist for days without food 
from the strength derived from the tie 
sue« of hia hump, this blackhead 
•heep «an suleist on the strength with­
out any other sustenance. The prin­
cipal market for the skins is New York. 
It has lieen proven by trial that the 
aheej- are able to stand a considerable 
«har ge of climate A few years ago 
four aheep were acclimated at the Z,k>- 
logical Garden at Frankfort, Germany, 
where their progeny now numl-Jr atsrut 
80. There are vast stretches of desert 
land in Ariaona and elsewhere in the 
West where cactus plants grow In pro­
fusion. but as yet no domesticated ani­
mals have been successfully raiaihl in 
that region. It has i*e«n pr<>|ioaed more 
than once to import camels, but these 
animals are nut likely to prove service­
able. The Noinalllatid sheep, however, 
it accilmateJ in that deaert region, to­
gether with the plant be subsist« U|«in. 
might prove a valuable addition to our 
list of domestic animals. ft is no 
doubt the thought of the consul that 
such an eijwrimeiit should bo tried.
