The natives nf the northern Islands 
are called Tagaloa. They are the small 
»■st and least brave, but also most 
treacherous and tricky of th« Filipinos, 
and always have been reckoned as the 
poorest fighters; have always bc»-n 
most completely under Spain's domina 
tlon. and linvu sufTrri-d most secord

v.
Th»» «».ntral group of Islands la term 

e»l the Vlaiiya group. The Inhabitants 
calhwl Vlaayoa are somewhat larg«r, 
stronger, mor« Independent than the 
Tagaloa. The difference, however, 1« 
far less market! than lM-tw>-»-n our dlf 
ferent Indian tribes. Travelers. In or 
d«r to strengthen the force of their 
distinctions and comparlosna, are apt 
to push them a little far. The sharply 
drawn distinction between the Taga 
los and the 5'loayoas Is not Justified.

Tli« Moros or Mohammedan Malaya 
aggregate less than a million. They 
Inhabit the Sulu group at the south of 
the archipelago, {.arts of Mindanao, 
and the southern third of I'alawan. 
One Sultan, whose residence la Sulu, Is 
acknowledged throughout these 1st 
anda. The Moros are a fl.-rca, fanatl 
cal, seafaring race, who were never 
conquered by Spain. It la unsafe for 
a white man to venture among them 
To kill t'hriatlana la part of their re­
ligious Iwllef.

The aliorlgln.-s of the Islands are the 
Negritos, a puny, mt» rabie, dwarf 
race. As the Malays swept up through 
th« archipelago the Negritos were 
driven Into the most remote and uncov 
ctcd ¡arts. Though not ot true o.*gm 
stock, they are much blacker than the 
Malaya, and their Intellgetice la far 
lwwrr. The total uumlw-r la estimated 
at 00,000.

Island nf l.Hlo*.
Luzon 's the largest, moat populous, 

moat developed, am! most civilised of 
the I'hlllppluea. It has au area of 42, 
OiMt square miles, ur over one third the 
whole area of the archipelago. al«»ut 
five-eighths of th» whole population, 
the only railroad, and the ouly factor 
Ira. It la the seat of the capital, and It 
contains fifty times aa many foreign 
ere as all the rest of the Islands put to 
gather Luton Is suppoa»-»! to sup{s>rt 
5,lMX)X)00 Inhabitants, ttf these, Hu i~-r 
cent, ar« clvllls»»! to a certain extent.

In development. Luson, though the 
nx-st advanced uf the l'btllppltiea. Is 
disgracefully backward.
