Ernesto Ta magno, like many other 
distinguished singers, la noted for bla 
prudence In financial matters, and dur­
ing hla stay In this country many amua 
lug .torlea were told of hla small econ­
omies. which were remarkable In the 
case of an artist who has always ra­
ce lie.

All the noted French actors aud sing 
era were delighted to take part. Even 
klrne. Patti, who was tn Parts when 
the plan was proposed. said she would 
take the role of Juliette In the third act 
of Gounod's opera. Klgnor Tamagno 
said that he would sing In honor of 
Mme. Laurent.

But It appears that his passion foe 
bargaining proved too strong for him 
ard he could not bring blm«elf to gtv« 
something for nothing. Mo he decided 
that as It would be out of the question 
to expect payment In money on such an 
occasion, he would suggest th« I-eglon 
of Honor as the appropriate reward for 
bl. services.

In Its place has srisen a practical
