GENERAL LAWS.
Deer, moose, mountain sheep, un, 

lawful to kill between one hour ttf* 
ter sunset and one hour before sun­
rise; unlawful to kill unless carcass 

I is used or preserved for food.
Prairie chicken, unlawful to hunt 

i or kill ;.hen the ground is covered 
with snow, sufficient for tracking.

Mongolian pheasants, pheasants, 
quail, partridge, unlawful to kill 
greater number than 10.

Unlawful at any time, to 
upon or from the public highway,

Unia wful to enter standing grain 
I or permit dogs to do so while hunt­
ing.

Unlawfulto hunt any game be­
tween one hour after sunset and one 
hour before sunrise.

TROUT
Open season, April 1 to November 

1. Unlawful to sell any species of 
trout at any time, Unlawful to have 
in possessson any trout under five 
;nches in length. Unlawful to 
catch or have in possession for a per­
iod of three years, any Eastern 
Brook or Loch Levant trout.
