Put a tablespoonful of salt Into 
a dish, stir In the nuts until all are 
lightly covered with salt, spread on a 
shallow tin and set In a warm oven 
to brown delicately. More or less salt 
may be used, according to taste. Pea­
nuts are salted in th« same way, ex­
cept that they do not need blanching, 
as the brown hull comes off easily.

Chocolate Custard«.
To two cups of milk add two well- 

beaten eggs, two slightly rounding tea­
spoonfuls of cocoa, three level table­
spoonfuls of sugar, and oue-balf tea­
spoonful of vanilla flavoring. The co­
coa should be mixed with the sugar 
and dissolved In half of the milk 
heated, and when this lias cooled a 
little add the other Ingrediente and 
pour into cups. Set the cups In a pan 
of boiling water and bake In a moder­
ate oven.
