More Money for Schools.

In making annnai tax levies this 
months, County Courts will levy for 
school purposes a sum tiiat will be 
equal to $6 per capita upon the 
school population. Prior to this 
year the levy for school purposes 
has been 5 mills on the dollar. In 
some counties this produced a reve­
nue much in excess of $0 per capita, 
while in others it produced less. 
Upon the theory that school reve­
nue should be based upon the num­
ber of children of school age rat her 
than upon tho assessed value of 
property in the county, the Legisla­
ture at its regular session in 1903 
made the change above indicated. 
The act also provided that no county 
should levy a per capita amount less 
than the per capita for 1903.

The fifteen stamp quartz mill, 

which has been pounding ore at the 
Lucky Boy mine for the past three 
years grinding out the precious 
metal at the rate of $10;000 a month, 
ha.s been closed down pending re­
moval to the new mill site. Twenty 
five additional stamps will he added, 
mnklng the new mill of forty stamp 
capacity. The new mill is located a 
few hundred yards farther down 
the mountains from the oiu mill 
where there is plenty of water for 
the purpose of running the big plant 
Power for operating the new mill 
will be fnrnlshed by the electric 
power plant which the Lucky Boy 
Company has established on the 
McKenzie river, about six miles 
from the mill. The power plant is 
designed to lurnlsh powerfor opera­
ting other mines In the Blue River 
districts, many of which are desti­
tute <»f both water and timber in 
sufficient quantities to make their 
operation practical».e. With elec­
tric power however, they can be 
operated to as good adyanta^ 1 as the 
Lucky Boy.

The Lucky Boy will have expen­
ded about $100,000 when their new 
mill and plant are tn working order. 
It is established beyond question the 
fact that tho Blue River district is 
one of the best in the state and has 
a great future before it. There 
are many fine properties in this dis­
trict and the success of the Lucky 
Boy will tend to encourage the de­
velopment at a more rapid rate.
