A knowledge of the Jiu-Jitsu enables 
one almost instantly to convince his 
opponent that It Is useless to flglit. 
There are now schools of Jiu-Jitsu 
everywhere in Japan. Every soldier, 
sailor, and policeman Is obliged to per­
fect himself In the systm. A Japanese 
policeman, possessed of the art, has 
known single-handed to reduce to sub­
mission and to take to the police-station 
four sturdy sailors of a foreign Asiatic 
squadron.—St. Nicholas.
