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Washington D. C., Feb. 15.—Sena­
tor Hanna died at his hotel in 
Washington last evening at 6:45. 
The direct cause of death was ty­
phoid fever, the details of the strug­
gle against the disease and its be­
ginning and progress being known 
to the world.

Msrcus Alonzo Hanna was born 
Sep tember 24, 1837, at Lisbon O., 
and at an early age removed to Cle- 
velt.nd, afterwards to be the scene of 
his large business success. After a 
few years In the public schools of 
Cleveland that life work began 
which developed into prominence 
in the shipping and mining inter­
ests of tbo land.

Hanna is thought of in connection 
almost wholly with things political.

He first gained something of no­
tice by his success lb the G irfleld 
campaign of 1880, bringing about a 
meeting between Garflel and Ros­
coe Conkling, who had been sulking 
because of the failure of his plan to 
renominate General Grant.

In the campaigns of JS84 and 1888 
Hanna waa an active worker in the 
interest of John 8herruiin.
was in tho McKinley campaign of 
1896 that his great talents as a far- 
seeing mau and shrewd political 
leader were fully recognized.

William McKinley and Marcus A. 
Hanna were bound together by 
strong ties of friendship and enthu­
siasm for the common cause of a 
kindred political faith and similar 
views of great questions, more es­
pecially that of the protective policy
