STATUES HAVE SMALLPOX.

Epidemde of Dissnse Among ASromse
Figureu im Athens—How They
Are Affleoted,

A most extraordinary disease, ex-
tremely infections and resembling
smallpox among human hoizzs, hae
broken out among the statnes in the
Egyptian roomn .of the Natlonal mu
senm here, says an Athens (Gireecece)

correspondent of the New York
Timea. A few days ago the distin-
guished politician and archacologist,
Mr. Btephanos Skoulondes, noticed
some strange green marks on one of

the bronze statues of the famous
Fgyptian colleetion presented to the
museum in 1881 by Mr. Demetrios, of
Alexandria. He at once eommuni
ecated his discovery to the enrator,
who ealled in experts to examine the
statue in gquestion. They pronounced
the marks to be due to an infections
complaint, to which Wronze is liable
and which gradually sproads from
the surface of (he object uliected to
the finside, till the whale ernmhles |
e | Voond e ot ¢ by |
stntues 1n the same room were then !
inspected, with tthe resnlt that they
were all fonnd (o be more or less
tainted with the dizease, while five
of them had taken it in a most ag-
gravated form. ‘These five are the
statues of Antg, the goddess of war,
of Maont, wite af Jupiter Ammon;
of Isis, and two statues of Osiris, one
of them of the greatest value. War

President,

In connection with the dying prayes
uttered by Mr. McHinley, a corres
spopdent is reminded of a story once
told him by Rev. Dr. Moulton, who was
for over 30 years a missionary in the
Tongan islands, says the Londom
Chronicle.
