He has collected
many facts, most of (hem revealed by
geological sclence, to show the prob-
abllity that the origin of life occurred
in the polar reglons, and also that

the climate changes which affect life
Inerease toward the poles, and there-
fore that polar Influences have had
much more to do with differentiating
Iife Into mady forms than equatorial
Influences,

As the continents are grouped
around the north pole, it is reasonable
to suppose that the northern clrcum- |
polar area has been, ever since the
time of the older forms of life found
in the paleozole rocks, the main center
from which animal and plant life have
radiated, and Mr, Wieland adduces
much evidence to show that this the-
ory ls correct. These deductions are
by no means newsa, but they have never
before been fortified in one composition
by so large an array of testimony as
that which Mr, Wieland has collected
in his ecareful paper.

The fundamental |dea on which this
theory of the origin of life Is based
is not diicult to understand. BSome
conditlons of stability must have been |
necessary to the beginnings and per-
petuation of plant and animal life, If
the globe was once molten, as phys-
leists from Kant and La Place to Kel-
vin have decclared, lunar tides of tre-
mendous power must have been pro-
duced at the equator, though they were
weak at the poles. Sufficient crustal
stabliity to make hot water lifa pos-
sible must bave first appeared at the
poles. A great Interval of time must|
have elapsed Letween the first appear- I
ance of crustal stability at the poles
and similar conditions at the equator, |
able to resist the enormons attractive
power of the moon and sun, It may
have taken 1,00 (000 years for the
temperature and stabllity necesnr_fi
even to hot water life to move slowly
from the poles to the equator., Thus
the conditions favorable to life must |
first have appeared iu the polar re- |
glons. |

It is well known that the deep oceans [
and the continents have occupied rela- !
tively thelr present position far back
In geologieal times, and the great an-
tiquity of the principal elements of life
in the oceanle Islands testifies to the
difculty of dispersing the higher types
of life across ocean barriers and the
almost Impossibility of such dispersion
of the vertebrates.

But all evidence polnts to the for-
mer existence of wide land routes be-
tween the northern polar areas and the
great land masses to the south, and
the facts of vertebrate distribution In
the northern hemisphere In mesozole
ind tertlary times can be satisfactorily
explained only on the hypothesls of
a common polar origin of the prinelpal |
ancestral stocks, which then dilperned[
outward from the polar area and
spread over Amerlca and Eurasla

This is a very brief statement of
the hypothesls which the writer fort!-
fies by voluminous quotations from the
record the rocks have preserved, The
reader Is referred to Mr, Wleland’'s pa-
per for the evidence that the rich veg-
etatlon of the varlous horizons repre-
sented within the arctic area forms the
original source of most of the plant
families that we know, and that as we
proceed farther south we find In the
rocks forms of life that are now preva-
lent on the surface nearer the equator.
The ecllmate and the consequent life
which exlsted in the Dakotas and Wy-
oming In the eocene period were those
that are now found In Florida,—New
York Bun.

In 1867 there were but 33 miles of
rallway In Argentina; In 1000 there
were 10,601 miles, some 12 per cent
belonging to the Government. Argen-
tina Is ninth among the nations in rall-
way mlleage.

Argentina has 120,000,000 sheep, as
agalnst 62,000,000 In the United States.

All Argentina suffered from the Bar-
| Ing crash in 1890, but recovery is now
complete. Imports during 1899 were
$117,000,000 and exports §185,000,000.
From the United States came but $15,-
000,000 of the Ilmports and only §8,-
000,000 of exports were to this coun
try.

Montevideo 1s in area the largest city
in the world—three times the size of
New York. Buenos Ayres, growing
faster than New York, London or Ber-
lin, Is the biggest city In the world
south of Phlladelphia, except possibly
the Chinese cities. It will reach the
milllon mark in 1908,

Argentina is bullding one of the
finest dry docks In the world, a model
of which will probably be seen at St
Louls.—New York World.
