Just Discrimination in Railway Rais*
All railroad men qualified to speak 

on the subject in a responsible way are 
likely to agree with Preeldent i-euiuel 
Hpencsr of the Houthern railway when1 
ho rays: "There ia no division <>! 
opinion a* to the -leairsbility of »lop­
ping all secret or unjustly diacrimina- 
lory device» and practices ot whatso­
ever character.'•

Mr. Hpencel, in speaking of "unjust 
ly discriminatory" rates ami devices, 
makes a distinction w hu h is al ome 
apparent to rommon sense. There may 
l-e discrimination in freight rates which 
ia just, reasonable ami imperatively re­
quired by ths complex commercial ami 
geographical i-onditlona with which ex 
|>ert rate makers have to deal. To abol­
ish such open ami honset discrimina­
tion might paralyse the industries of 
cities, states ami whole sections of our 
national territory.

This distinction betwean just and 
tinjiisl discrimination ia clearly recog­
nised in the conclusions of the interna­
tional Railway congress, published yes­
terday :
