thin crisp crackers cover*,! over with 
a delicate and thin layer of cheese

They ar* usually b»tt»r than th* 
home made article, because the crack­
ers ar* thinner than the amateur can 
make them and crisper than any ordl 
nary cook can toast them without 
burning.
