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HAS COME TO SÌA Y.

Senator Foraker, of Ohio, prulwblv x-oicca the 
s mttmeuU of the railndub» on freight rate legisla­
tion in tile bill he. ns chairman, will report to the 
B'uate at the coming session. Hia bill will simply 
e.npow«*r the Inter-state Commerce commission, 
when a complaint of unjust fr«-ight charge is fihxl. ! 
It would be the duty of the commission to at one«- 
bring suit in the name of th«’ government, provid-' 
ing the commission deemed the complaint compet-. 
ent, before the pn»j«*r «mrt.

The Foraker hill would be no improvement over ■ 
our present law. The shipper can now fil«’ a claim; 
with the commission. If the claim is supported 
w ith sufficient evidence of discrimination or com- f 
b>nation in restraint of trade, the commission can 
cause the attorney-general to bring the suit. Sen- j 
ator Fomker would simply* take dutie» from one' 
•L jwirtment and give them to another. He thus 
would attempt to fool the people a while longer by , 
throwing them thia “sop.“ He is fully satisfied 
that a rat«’ law will be enacted during the coming 
session, and to satisfy the ¡>eople who demand this 
change, would simply change* our present law. by­
changing its wording without making any rval 
change other than transferring the duties of one 

His courage to offi< er to another Therefore, until the «"ourts 
would |»as«. the matters cotnplained of would con­
tinue. Senator Foraker would simply 
the present “black horse” and make him “white” 
to appeaa the populace.
