Now the aanonncement that
bils will be ecalled for immediately
after the opening of the bids for the
first gection for two more sections of
diteh is evidence that Uncle Bam ex-
pects to logse no time in completing this
great irrigation project. Just as soon
a8 the other bids are opened bids will
be called for these two second pections,
and work will be commenced on them
early in the spring.
