A PROSPEROUS TERM.

Albany College Closed for Holidays-* 
Bright Prospects Ahead.

The first term of the acliool y**ar at 
Mlianv college closed last evening 
The term just closed has been -ucceesful 
ill every respeet. While the attendance 
has not been unusually large, due to 
crop conditions, the work of the term 
has been carried out to the satisfaction 
of trustees, faculty and students,

The changes incident to the resigna­
tion of President W. H. Iwe and the 
coming of the new president, H. M. 
Crooks, and to so general change in the 
faculty, have gradually brought about 
changes in management and policy. 
Among tl»echanges is to Ire noted a stea­
dy, consistent demand for hard work on 
the part of the students. Thu students 
were informed yesterday of the dropping 
of one student for continued inattention 
to duty, and the rumor is current that 
several others will not be received for 
the remainder of the year because of 
their failure to come up to the »collar 
ship requirements. More re. ular atten­
dance is also insisted on. A larger fac 
ulty allows a broader range of courses 
greater labratorv facilities are making 
the study of the sciences more attractive; 
interesting work is going on in the nnxl- 
dern languages a- well as the ancioi.t

The commercial department of the col­
lege will receive many additions at the 

I opening of the winter term. Already 
preparations are being made for the be- 
gining classes in t.v|iewriting, shorthand 

| and business practice.
The musical courses are receiving ad­

ditions regularly. The winter term will 
ho the term of the greatest activity iu 

| these dep'* rtments. This is the first year 
1 that 4 im college has had complete con­
trol of such a department and the ex­
periment promises to lie satisfactory.

The college authorities .are satisfied 
j that the year will close with a great deal 
| of hard work conscientiously done and 
j the students w 11 in the habit of serious 
study.—Albany Herald of Friday, Dec.

A Serious Proposition.
As a sequel to the late city election 

wherein Scio by a majority of 12, refused 
to issue saloon license .hiring tho year 
1906, a serious problem confronts our 
city fathers

The city indebtedness will amount to, 
we are informed, on .Ian. 1, in round 
1 umbers $800. To raise this amount of 
revenue on the assessed value of the pro­
perty within the city limits, will require 
a 10-mill levy. Ten mills is the limit of 
tax levy allowed by the city charter. 
This levy was made at a special meeting 

( of the council last Friday night. This 
1 will provide for the indebtedness. The 
problem is to provide for current expen­
ses during the coming year. Formerly 
the saloon license provided funds suffi­
cient to meet current demands. We be­
lieve that the city government, hitherto, 
has oeen upon an economical and frugal 

' basis. But with economy practiced in 
tJie extreme money is required to meet 
current expenses. Win re is the inonev 
to come from. At the present rates fol 

| lights and water, the plants are barely 
self si staining, so no revenue can be ex­
pected from that quarter. The barring 
of .he saloon will even reduce tlie reven­
ue from lights and water about $.’H) per 
year; so a deficit in tile conduct of these 
plants is likely to be fai <1 a', the end of 
the year. Just how tlie difficulty is to 
be met is not quite plain. 11 might have 
been good policy to have retained the 
saloon, al hast until the city was free 

' from debt. With a gallon house at just 
the outskirt- of town, the evil effects of 

i liquor drinking will not lie abated in the 
least, if it is not more aggravated. But 

I a majority of tho voters said “dry’’ and 
the majority should rule, let the conse- 

. qtiences be what they may.
