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IS BECOMING A POLITICAL CARBUNCLE
--------- - ...—

Every recurring session of the United States 
Senate gives evidence that it is getting further; 
away from the int< r«->ts of the common people, riots often occurred solely because of different po- 
iJwt weak it tMuwcd th* "Ship Subsidy Bill.” 
measure directly in the intereata of the ship build­
ing and moneyed trusts. The purpose of the bill 
is to take money out of th«* Federal treasury and 
give it. in the way of a subsidy, to |*--ple who 
have already grown wealthy upon legralatrve 
favors from the Government. The railroad freight 
measure, which has jias wi the House of Repre­
sentatives by nearly an unanimous vote, is now 
before the Senate. Rut the freight measure is 
aup|ioaed to l»e tn the interests of the common peo­
ple and for thi reason, if t>aase<i by the Sana re at 
all. it will in* so doctored and amended that', if it 
becom«*s a law. it can do th«1 people but very little 
good and th«* railroads but very little harm.

This attitude on the part of the Senate, that is 
tn say. its devotion tn the interests of the trusts 
and moneyed cla.-s< - is *uch that the common p«wy' 
pl«* an* rapidly coming to look upon that body as 
a »>rt of ¡»olitical carbuncle upon the body politic, 
which must be endured; yet the party would be 
th«* better for it if the darned thing could be 
plucked <<ut. Just how much longer the people 
will tolerate u law-making power that continually 
thwarts and bn*aks down measures thal are 
thought to be for the interests of ’he ¡xvrpla can-“ 
not he foretold. But it is a safe conclusion to pre­
dict that th«* Senate must get nearer the peoplo 
and mu t be more sensitive to the wants of the 
people.

It is generally thiught that this condition would 
result if senators were elected by a direct vote of 
th«* jM*ople. instead of the vol«* of the state legisla­
tures as now. And the Uonstitutional change 
would be made, hands down, if this American 
bouse of lords could be prevailed upon to jiass a 
measure submitting the amendment to the people. 
Several times the House of Representatives has 
passed a resolution to submit such an amendment, 
but the Senate has invariably held the meisnre up. 
The matter could l»e reached by another method: 
by a demand of three-fourths of the states for the 
submission of the amendment. And this will be 
done should the Senate enact a few more measures 
of the ship subsidy class.

The Senate claims to be the one branch of the 
Government that restrains the legislative And el- 
ecutive branches from doing unwise and foolish 
things. It should lie extremely careful that it does 
not prevent the doing of just and ««quitalde things 
as well.

After all, the Senate is comjx»sed of just men. 
the same as the President and the House of Repre­
sentatives. It assumes to |«ossess greater wisdom. 
Rut docs it? Under the guiae of its greater wis­
dom it must not block the wheels of progress, ndV 
prevent legislation that trends to the interests of 
common people, very often. It must remember 
that the jH*opl«« have the vot«*s and the power, and 
if pn-»•*«1 too far, they will resort to heroic treat­
ment and either change the form and nature of 
'he disease or. if need be, amputate the offending 
m«»mber altogether.

Why. chanty has bevorhe s«> broad«.*nerl that Chris­
tians are willing to admit that there may be good • 
even in Confucianism or Mohammedanism. The 
test of manhood is no longer whether he is a Re­
publican. a‘Democrat. aS« «Halt st. a Prohi. a Meth­
odist. a Baptist, a Catholic, or a disciple of Shinto; 
but is he honest and reliable? Is he truthful? Is 
he patriotic? In other words, Is he a MAN in al^ 
that the term implies.

Politically, *hr worfcThas much to hope for from 
the influence of the independent thinker. All of 
the Old World governments are tending towards a 
broader liberty and better conditions for tholr 3Ub-' 
jecM The tendenrv in many of them is strongly 
toward Republican forms. The monarchs are rap­
idly being shorn of their power and, while these 
countries are still known as kingdoms and empires 
they are such in name only. Their citizens enjoy 
nearly as great liberties as do thooe of Republics. 
As men secure greater liberties their minds are 
broadened by education and they become more 
charitable for the opinions and liberties of others.

In our own nation, and particularly in our own 
State of Oregon, ind«-pendent political thought was 
never so strongly inthenched in the mind of the 
voter as at the present time. an«l we have every 
reason to believe that this independent thought 
will culminate in ideperwient political action next 
June. By indep«radent political action we do not 
mean that independent political candidates will be 
the winners. By no means; for objectionable men 
may become independent candidates. But we do 
mean and believe that, at both the primary and gen­
eral elections, the Voter will Apply the test of man­
hood to all candidates, and only he who Alls the 
measure to the rim will receive his vote. The day 
is passed when the only test required of the candi­
date ia "Ia he a Republican?” or "Is he a Demo­
crat?” but "Is he honest and capaN»?" are quali­
ties he must josswas

Now-thia healthy political condition of the peo­
ple is due solely to indejiendent thought and action. 
Just aa long as men could appeal successfully to 
the political prejudices of the voter, bad and un­
scrupulous men could be elected to office And it 
ia posaible that a bad men. whose badness may not 
W known to men, may yet be elected to office; but 
it has about become an established fact that a can­
didate must be known to be capable and honest 
before he can secure a majority of the votea of 

/He people An honest and capable liemocrat is
