If the Legislature has power to amend a law en- 
act»*d by the ¡*eople. it has power to n*j<al a law 
enacted by the people, if it lias power to amend 
or repeal the Local Option law, it has lower to 
amend or repeal the Initiative and Referendum. 
This is the exact position in which all laws enacted 
by the people, by virtue of the Initiative, would 
be placed should it be conceded that the legisla­
ture possesses th»* power to alter, amend, repeal, 
or in any way interfere with a law ensetad by thr 
people. The Nl*ws thinks that a law enacted by 
the people has very much the same nature that an 
amendment to the State Constitution has. At the 
foundation of all political power lies with the 
people, a power delegated by the people cannot 
supersede or override the power of the people 
themselves. In other words, the people cannot 
delegate power greater than that which they pos­
sess. As the jieople are the source from which all 
jiower is derived, byour system of government, any 
|aw|enacted by the people, must Is* supreme. There­
fore, any law enacted by the people, providing 
that it does not conflict with other laws similarly 
enacted, is and ought to be beyond the power of 
Congress, State Legislature. or any of the courts 
to nullify or change. Should a law enacted by the 
Stale or Nation lie ambiguous in its meaning, or 
susceptible of more than one interpretation, then 
it is within the province of the courts tn determine 
what was the intent of the people, but in no case 
to nullify the law entirely.

Senator Miller’s action in this (»articular instance 
is and should be commended by all right-thinking 
people.
