On«- very satisfactory condition of our Direct 
. Primar), is that every ca
fall ujmn his own merits and record. Under this 
plan of selecting candidates, it is almost impossi­
ble for corrupt men, by wire pulling and scheming, 
to secure a nomination and then by the vigorous 
use of the party whip, force hw election. Now. 
through the Primary law, any man who can se­
cure j«t¡ti.>ns as the law requires, can secure a 
place on the Primary luilloL Of the various per­
sons who may desire any particular office, the 
voters will ilnwu H • ’ character;
qualifications and fitness for the place, and from 
the number select he whom they consider best 
answers the requirements. Should, by any 
chance, an objectionable man secure th«- Primary 
iv-mination. the law mak«-s it jMsaiblw to bring out 
independent candidate.-«, after the date of the Pri­
mary election; though nominations made after 
Primary day an- much more dificult and cumber­
some. Then, when election «lay comes around, 
the voter still has the privilege of selecting a 
favorite from among the various parties and inde­
pendent nominees.

Undoubtedly the Direct Primary will do much 
towards destroying the fetich of |>arty fealty; 
and when the law liecomes general throughout all 
the states, will bn-ak down party lines somewhat 
Yet. who will say that the nation will not be the 
better off for it; if the power of the political^ 
boas and that of the professional politician is| 
brought down to a mirem iri, if not destroyed 
altogether? Our larg<- cities have fomJ ih^t it 
was necessary to dethrone the bosses and for the 
rottenness of their methods to 1* uncovered. If 
our municijialities have become so corrupt, it is 
quite probable that state and national govern* 
menta are involved, to some extent, in the spirit 
of "graft’' that seems to have taken hold of the 
ent in- nation.

The people have liecome aroused to the great 
imjiortance of political purity an«i official honesty 
anti integrity. Our Primary law and our Initia­
tive anil Referendum are but efforts in the way of 
safi-guanls, thrown out by the people as a preven­
tive of future political grafting and the selection 
of l*ad an<l incompetent officials We have seen 
that our Initiative law has made it jiossible for 
the people to save the expenditure of nearly $-U<0, 
000, of the peoples money, in a wasteful and ex- 
tmvigant manor and this. too. is but affecting one 
session of the legislature. The simple fact tliat 
through this law the people become a sort of a 
court of review upon legislative acts, legislatures 
of the future are apt to be much more careful in 
appropriating money la-longing to the people. If 
th. safeguards are not sufficient to give to the 
people an honest, economical administration of 
gov«-mment, other reforms mon- drastic will lie

The SL Johns Review rails at the election law, 
tliat is to maintain during the coming election, in 
a way that one would suppose that these editors of 
a Portland suburb, possessed about all the wisdom 
that was necessary to promulgate a code of laws 
for the gxivernnieht of a state, to say nothing of a 
mere election mode of procedure. (W course, 
many of us can point out defects in our Primary 
law, (for that is what the Review is driving at) 
yet, the law is a movement in the right direction; 
and »*e that the voters of Oregon endorse by a 
very large majority. But 5ve supjxise our St. 
Johns friends will have to submit to the law, as it 
stands. Perhaps, by the time another election 
rolls around, some of the defects that so offend 
our St. Johns friends, will be remedied. But they 
may rely ujx>n this fact, that never again will the 
eleetioa machinery be turned over to a gang of 
bosws, as it has been in th« |>usL The people are 
now in the saddle, and while the cayuse may buck 
j-retty vigorously, we apprehend that the peo|s« 
will not be unhors'd. Furthermore, the legislator 
tliat subscibes to Statement No. 1 and then vio­
lates it, will proliably have but little to say in an 
official ea;>acity, in the future._______

Undoubtedly railway rate legislation will win 
during the life of the present congress.
