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Sonic time ago we stated that we would, after 
the Primary election, take up and discuss in a 
brief manner the pnjfM>*e<l naicijdmenu to the 
Spite Consutuumi and the various pro|K>scd Initia 
bay laws. Probably any position that we might 
assume on nay of theie pro|*»«d measures would 
b< a'fjrwd by many of the readers of
the Nv.wh Kilis* ing this fact we »hall endeavor 
to discuss them in a dispassionate manner, ever 
haying in view the fact that every cilicen has a 
right to bis or her own opinion. Nor should any
oue be deiqvd this right, otherwise thia would not 
b« die irre country that we loudly proclaim it is. 
Every honest man must neci ssaril.v have a liasis 
upon which he forms his opinion. He may err in 
wjiat he conceives to be his basis of fact; or his 
d0iiKte>nu ma> be wrong. Discussion has a ten­
dency to correct these mistaken ideas; or if cor­
rect, to more firmly fix or establish the fact,
honest and fuir-minded man will claim a right or 
privilege that he is not w illing to concede toothers. 
This is the only true basis upon which a free Gov- 
etjgueni can exist

Among the several proposed Initiatory amend­
ments and laws is an amendment to our present 
Ixxal Option law. The fault ‘hat the amendment 
propeaea to correct is to give anti-prohibitionists 
and prohibitionists equal privileges, and to raise i 
the percentage of voters who petition for an elec­
tion.from 10 per cent of ho voters registered to 30 
per cent The Ohio law, from which our law is 
largely a copy, requires 4<) per cent

Our present law gives prohibitionists the privi- 
k-ge to petition and have a iqiecial election called 
six months after an election in which a precinct or 
county has voted against prohibition. Should the 
precinct or county have voted f<< prohibition anti­
prohibitionists may not petition for an election ex­
cept at the next general election, two years later. 
The proposed amendment does nut make this un- 
ftdr dlsrincrion. but gives to either prohis or antis B-v hiring petitions circulated at 10 cents per, the 
the same privilege. That is to say. both are equal necessary i _
before the law. 1 . _
concede that this proposition is simply justice.

Another feature of the amendment is that it con- the least to secure the appropriation, 
fines all prohibition elections to precincts. That is 
to say. any precinct may vote "dry” or “wet,” 
just as a majority of the voters may determine. 
It also prevents the grouping of precincts together 
Anr election pun»ses. The present law is not truly 
a precinct law, for if by sonw means four or five 
precincts are grouped together and a majority de­
clares for prohibition, the whole will be "dry,” 
nevertheless one or more of the precincts so 
grouped may have -voted "wcU” Th# propowd 
amendment makes such a result as thus indicated 
impossible. No one will deny the right of any 
neighborhood or community to have or not to have 
liquor sold within its territory; but it should not 
have the right to decide what an adjoining neigh­
borhood or community may or may not do.

The main feature of the proposed .’uui-adment is 
tile rarsing of the persentagc of voters required to 
call an election from 10 to 30 per cent An election 
c*vte Linn County al»out $2000. If it was sought 
to have a special ek-ction called, as may be done 
uadcr the present law. justice to the taxpayers 
seemingly would require at least 30 per cent of the 
voters to make the {»etition. Unless at least one- 
third o< the voU«ro of a precinct should be either 
for or against the sale of liquor within its borders 
it certainly would be nonsense to go to the expense 
and troubic of holding an election. It would bo 
possible under the present law to secure the signa- 
turor«4 10 per cent of the voters of a precinct to a 
petition all of whi»w have but little or no projMTty 
■object to taxation; yet they hhve power to involve 
the other 90 per cent with the expense of a special 
etection. By inarvasing the percentage required 
this would be avoided. V -upy of the prvpo»wd 
artHodmen’‘hasl'oen prepared for distribution so 
that every voter in Oregon may road and study its 
features and requirements. Its purpose is to make 
aHArwn equal before the law. Our present law­
gives prohibitionists right« that are denied to anti- 
Ptohibitionists. Is this fair? Is it just? Doos it 
give »0 others the right you may claim for yourself?

We have tried-to present ithis matter fairly and 
without prejudice as we view it We may be 
-vrong in ear »teductions; if so. whenever we are 
cenvinced that we see vrrerg,- we will cheerfully 
Ttod Cy or change <xir opinion.
