RAYLS WILL INCREASE

Underwriters of the Pacific Coast 
Take Definite Action.

Oakland, May 2M.—The board of un­
derwriters of th« Pacific coast, which 
o'gan'xation flies the insurance rates 
for the states of California, Nevada 
Oregon, Montana, Idaho and Utah and 
the territories of Maska and Aris ma, 
haa decided to increase rates and the 
5,000 insurance agents of the tioard 
companies in California will lie notifled 
thereof.

The rule« existing before the rates 
trophe of April 1H, under which a 
tioard company was allow««! permission 
in certain cares to meet the cut rate 
made by a non board company, have 
been abrogated, and no board company 
will, until further notice, be permitted 
to very from the rates to he Axed by 
the hoa«d of underwrite'!.

The matter of fixing increased and 
special rates for Han Francisco haa I«.»,, 
discussed by the board of underwriters, 
hut s<> far no schedule has been adopt 
ml. The insurance men say that the 
crippled condition < f the Han Francisco 
fire department and the lark of water 
supply makes the risks mo.e baaardoae 
and Justifies them in raising the rate

OPEN IRRIGATED TOWNSITES

Ankeny's Bill for Minidoka and To 
Relieve Desert Claimants.

Washington, May 29.— Senator An­
keny today favorably reported tn the 
senate the bill opening the Miuidika 
townsite In Idaho. Several featnrer 
were added, one permitting the secre­
tary ot the interior to fix farm units as 
low as 30 acres, another |*rmitting 
"sootier»" on government land at itu 
pert, Idaho, to acquire the lots they 
niw occupy at the appraised value.

Ttie third is for ths relief of desert 
land enlrymen in I . uteri Washington 
whose land waa brought within the 
limits of the withdrawal made for ths 
Palouse project, since abandoned. As 
to these settlers, the bill provides that, 
when any bona Ade desert entry may 
tie eml raced within the limits of a 
withdrawal for irrigation purpiora and 
the entry man has been 
making improvements
