It is a generally admitted fact that William J. 
Bryan has aeouretl a place in the hearts of the 
American people that has been enjoyed bv a very 
few men in our |*ast history. The ideas and meth­
ods of government advocated in the campaigns of 
1896 and llMX). which were then ridiculed and villi- 
fietl as bt'ing the crazy eminations of a Populist 
brain, are now becoming better understood, and a*’ 
they are Incoming better understoml by the people 
and ar»> being enacted into law Mr. Bryan, as the 
most powerful advocate of these ideas in the above 
mention«"«! cumi>aigns. increases in popularity.

It is somewhat unusual for States to commence 
nominating a presidential candidate two years be­
fore the opening of the presidential <uimi«ign, yet 
vritbin the |>ast week »he States of Arkansas. North 
I>akota. and Indiana have dttlared for Mr. Bryan 
in a most positive manner. Other States will 
pfobably do likewise before the Summer is ended, 
and we can safely conclude tiutt the Bryan l»oom is 
o». prolutbly to continue to grow until the demand 
for his nomination in 1908 will 1m> irresistible.

Mr. Bryan is now on a tour of the Old World 
and can in no way lx? exerting n personal influence 
in bringing about this boom. It is his personality

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The Calapooia Wagon Road is proving somewhat 
of an elephant on the County.

He has stood for office seven 
times when the |>arty opposing him was largely in 
the majority, yet he Ims his first defeat to meet 
In the late election the Republican party on other 
candidates shows a majority as large in number as 
the entire Democratic vote, yet the Governor 
cmerg«‘s from th«* fight with a majority chse to 
UOOO. For all this the Governor is not puffed up 
in th«- least, but is ever the same genial, whole- 
.souled George. His heart is ever in the right |>lace
