MARINES ARE READY

Be Called Upon to Quell Incip­
ient Revolution at Panama.

Panama, June 2A.— The administra­
tion of President Amador has l>een per- 
petnatod as the rrneult of the electii n* 
here today, but the conditions are now 
such on the isthmus that were it not 
for the |.ri •• io <■ here of a large Iwly of 
American marine*, wall armeil and 
equipped, and aeveral galling gun* 
mounted along the canal strip, a revo­
lution would a I real y lie in progress. As 
matter* stand there is a feeling of sul­
len discontent among the more progres­
sive of the inhabitants ot the Panama 
republic, which may yet break out in 
open revolution.

Threats of assassination are freely 
made and it is openly asserted by .he 
Liberals that l*r. Amai'or will hardly 
live much longer.

Today's elect i.m, while only for 
meailiers of the Municipal council, was 
admitted to be a test, and upon it* out­
come depended the result of the gene 
ral elretion* to lie held later.

It is ramored that a large number 
of Guatemalans are on the way here for 
the purpose -if aiding in an attempt to 
overthrow the Amador administration 
Color is lent to this report by th* pre* 
ence on the outskirts of the city of a 
detachment of 300 American marines 
with gat ling guns.

If the Hanabrough bill psuvra, it will 
open the way for these other measures 
of similar character, and it will be only 
a abort time before the greater portion 
of the nclamatlon fund, instead of i»e 
ing need for irrigating the desert lands 
of the Went, as originally intended, 
will be eipended In reclaiming swamps 
in states that have contributed not a 
cent to the rr< tarnation fur l and never 
will contribute. This legislation is a 
rank injustice to the West, which is 
counting on using its can public land 
receipts for the reclamation of its 
arts, and unless somebody calls a 
the work of government irrigation 
soon t>e brought to a standstill.

It must be remembered that,
thia precedent is established, it will l>* 
easy for delegatee from the East and 
Routh to combine and force through 
hills for the drainage ot the swamp* in 
the non a.ld states, and if the I ast and 
South ever do combine for thia pur|>>«e, 
the West will never have vnough votes 
to check th* onslaught.
