CHAINS WELDED ON THEM.

Brutal Treatment of Sealers Cap­
tured by Russians.

Victoria, B. C., July 14 — Captain 
T II. Tl.ompeon and Joe Knapp, Amer 
can citisens; Edward McNeill. George 
McCamish, Canadians, Joee Villa«, a 
Spaniard, who leached Kobe after be­
ing released from prison in Hrberia al 
ter serving two years, were cruelly 
trested, according to letters received 
here. The pris-iner« were seal hunter« 
employed on the Japeneee «waler Kyo- 
ichi Marn, formerly the biana, of Han 
Hancieco, and were captured by the 
cruiser Gtomoboi in August, 1U04. and 
taken to Nicolalefsk, and thence to 
K haborovsk.

Captain Thompson, navigating officer 
of the neater, whose home is in Hau 
bran- inco, was *ne|>ectad of being a spy 
because of some drawings found in a 
ooteiMMik. He was loaded with chains 
welded on ids arms and legs by black­
smiths, and confined for six months in 
a small, unlit cell, built of wood and 
• warming with vermin. When brought 
oat tor trial he was unable to walk, 
and was practically dragged to tire 
court along the enow. The trial had 
tieen concluded when the prisoner» 
were brought In, and each bail tieen 
•entenced to 10 months' imprisonment

MINING FRAUDS IN BRAZIL.

Country is Full of Schemss to Obtsm 
Monsy of Gullible

Washington, July 17.—Consul Gen­

eral George K. Anderson, in s report to 
th* bureau of manufacturers from Bio 

Janeiro, charges that while some bona 

fide Brasilian diamond mines msy re­
sult profitably, that country is full ol 

schemes which sre either out an-l out 
frauds or sre I-see-1 on claims an-l farts 

so slight ss to mske them little less 

than frauds.
Tbe report rays the United States 

and Great Britain, eepei-ially New 
York Chicago and Ixindon, sre the 
chief financial base of operations for .» 
number ol promoters, «bo have never 
done any mln'ng, and that there are a 
number of eo-called mining companies 
now eoliciting stock subsetiplious In 
the United Hist«» whose officer* ire not 
eve.i certain where tbe land they claim 
as property lias.

The report slate* Hist eiperienied 
men in Brasilian mining fields say that 
not a single mining company operating 
in the gol I and diamond fields of Brasil 
bs* paid a dividend. The consul gen 
rral adds that it is a lamentable fart 
that a large proportion ol th* Brasilian 
mining enterprises are fraii-1* and that 
there are no* men of the Cnitad Slate« 
with enterprise* which represent noth­
ing more than the money they ran gel 
from the American public.

Ttie packers, however, msiitsd that 
this was unwarranted, twegu«* they 
claimed that meat, once put up in sir 
tight rsns, would last forever. They 
declared that canned meat a as a« goal 
m ten years as it was in ten days, and 
they brought to bear testimony of sn 
official of the department to corrolvirate 
their «tatementa. Home mem tier« ol 
congress had then doubts alnul this, 
however, so il la« Iwen dev tiled to make 
a thorough investigation and find out 
whether the packer I were correct or 
not.

Wounded Hacked With Aset.

Officsr* Preach Revolution.

ing held today at Gatchina 30 mile« 
from Nt. Petersburg, attended by thiee 
of the Guard regiments, sn afficer ad 
dreeeed the men on the «object of the 
soldiers' union, which i* living organis­
ed. He pointed out that the league 
was democratic and was bnlsg organis­
ed for the purpose of guarding the con­
stitution and ertabllthirg constitution­
al institution« and to prepare th« army 
to come over to the people when they 
were ready and armed for reeietam-e. 
Th* speech «»• received with applsuse.

Killed st Peterhof.
IxMilon, July 17.—A dispatch to * 

new« ageni v from Hl. Petersburg ssy* 
that General Koslov, of the headquart­
er« staff, was murders I in the perk at 
Peterhof Hatur-lay. IIis assailant used 
a revolver. The three »hots fired were 
all effective. Th« murderer was a well 
dreesod man. He ha« risen arrested, 
but not identified. The caee is regard­
ed as my»t*nou«, a* General Koslov 
was not connected with any political 
agitation.

Thousands Without Home*.
