As a matter of course when a corjioration secures 
a franchise, that enables it to plunder the public 
at pleasure, it never will, willingly, surrender its 
charter; nor agree to the modification of the same. 
No matter if the franchise was secured- through 
undue influence over the granting council, the «Iced 
is «Ion«- and beyond remedy.

I lent ■ law is neMfiMiy
in this class <»f contracts. There must be some way 

¡in which wrongriil grants by a legislative body can 
lie correcti-d. In public matters councilmen. legis­
lators. or Congressmen may be punished for 
wrongful acts; but the beneficiaries of those 
wrongful acts may not Im» interfered with. A 
wrong contract conveyed through the provisions of 
a public franchise, ought to be subject to correc­
tion, just the same as if between private parties. 
Nor will it lx? many years before cmirta will con 
strue the law governing franchise contracts in 

h a way that I»alp;il>l<- wrong.-» m;i - ■ iited.
However, there ia a way in which cities can 

bring these franchise-grablwra to book, and that 
is public or muiiici|«l ownership. A city could 
offer a traction company what its pn»|x'rty is actu­
ally worth, less any value that may Le placinl upon 
the franchise grant If the traction company re­
fuses. the city can always parallel the traction 
lines. A very small beginning in this direction, 
by a city, would bring the traction company to 
time in short order.
