JONES AND POTTER TO JAIL

One Year and *2,000, Six Months 
and *500 Respectively.

Portland, Aug. fi.— Willard X. Jones 
and Thaddeus H. Potter, convict*! at 
midnight October 15, 11*06, under an 
indictment returned by the Federal 
grand jury charging them Jointly with 
c inspiring to defraud the government 
of it» jinblic lauda, were given tbeir 
rentrncee l>y Judge Hunt in the ( nit*! 
State» District court Saturday.

J >n»e received a fine of 12,000, in 
addition to a term of one year at the 
government priaen on McNeill's iaiand. 
Potter fared »mewhat flatter, a« Judge 
Hunt took sereral polvta into consider­
ation, which, coupled with the fact 
that Francie J. Henry made a strong 
pica lor leniency in hie caae, prompted 
Ina aealance of six month» in the Mult­
nomah county Jail and a fine of 1500 
Tobe attorney, lor both were given ten 
days to perfect any legal action looking 
to an appeal, and in the meantime 
Jone» waa re.pl I ml to give IH.000 bail, 
double the amount of bia former tmnd, 
while Potter waa permitt*l to go upon 
his original security.

The particular offense for which th» 
two men were convict*! consisted in 
inducing a large numtier of Grand 
Arrnv men to file *>ldier horneeteeds 
in the Si lets Indian reservation, under 
agreement to transfer title to Jonas. 
Ira Wade, county clerk of I.inoiln 
county, was Irrel under llie same in 
dictment, but in hia caae the Jury re­
turn*! a verdict ol acquittal, the evl I 
deme not !>»'ng eoneidaied sufficient to 
convict John I. Well,, adjutant gen­
eral of the G. A K , waa alao involved 
in the «rheme of conspiracy, bi« influ­
ence Irani* exercl«*! in the direction ol 
muring locators among the old sol­
diers. Well« confeeml hl« «hare uf 
complicity in the fraudulent undertak­
ing before the grand Jury and wm made 
a wltnrrae for the government. A gene­
ral shake up in the local G. A. R- was 
the rreult of the exp-wutea, and Wells 
was conipell*! to leelgn.
