Bryan justly claims that the prosperous condition 
of the country eminently justifies his contention in 
1896. but that the same necessity does not exist 
to«iay, for free coinage of silver, that existed in 
189& The big «ladies view with alarm .Mr. Bryan's 
candidacy. By harping upon the prejudice they 
believe exists against free coinage al In to I. they 
ho|>e to bring about his defeat. If President Buu«e- 
velt would agree to accept a renomination, but 
little would be said about free coinage of silver, 
for they belit ve that .Mr. Roosevelt's elect. >n would 
lie assured. But with some other Republican nom­
inee, then .Mr. Bry an becomes a source of danger. 
For this reason they are endeavoring to minimizó 
his chance.
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Our laws for the punishment of defaulting and 
absconding hankers are wholly Inadequate U> ac­
complish the purjswe intended. Th«* law is inade­
quate liecause accounts of bank presidents and 
cashiers looting their banks are of too frequent re­
currence. A Chicago bank president is the latent 
wholesale looter that Associated Press dispatches 
report. He is only a matter of $2,000,000 short in 
his accounts with the hank. The princifal deposi­
ngs* with this bar 
women who arc wage earners, who through thrift 
and habits of economy, werc able to dep>sit a few 
cents daily in what they suppo-«Mi was a reliable 
banking institution, are thus relieve«! of their sav­
ings. Speculating in blocks and gambling on the 
race course is given as the cause. Illinois has a 
state bank insjiector who is supposed to inspect 
the private banking institutions at stated ir.tenals 
and he had insriected this bank's books I t a short 
time previous to the president's absconding and 
pronounced the bank's affairs in fair condition. 
Evidently the inspector did not understand his 
buxines.«, or inspected in such a way that it was no 
inspection at all. In a short time the absconding 
president will probably be apprehended and Is* 
punished for th«' theft. Will this pun hment re­
turn to the hard-working depositors their avings? 
The state of Illinois has undertaken to a\ to tl >■ 
people, becaus«'of her lawfully selected bank ex­
aminer, that this bank was a safe dejsisitory for 
the lal-or ■ c n I i
work people entrusted their savings with this 
bank. Justice would require the suite to make 
good to these work people what they have lost 
because her insjxx’tor of luink.s had pronounced the 
bank sound.

The people of Oregon will expect our legislature 
at its next session, to enact a law establishing 
Some proper and effective method of examining 
private lianking institutions. They want such a 
system of inspection established that a depositor 
can feel reasonably safe in entrusting his savings 
to the bank. When a state assumes the res;>on.si- 
bility of saying that a bank is solid, it becomes 
morally responsible to every depositor for th«* 
amount of his deposits. Otherwise the law would 
be a farce.

W«* have here in Scio an excellent tanking con­
cern. We believe its busine-s is conducted in an 
absolutely saf«* manner. Yet every depositor would, 
if possible, feel safer if a state examiner should at 
least once a year in.*q>ect it-» l»« k- and method of 
doing busin« s and re|X>rt th«1 same to the public. 
No honest banker would object to having his bank 
and method of doing business jx. >•«! ujion by a 
Competent and proi«erly authorized officer. It is 
(he tricky and dishonest shysters who w ould object.

As a matter of fact every depositor in a bank 
places more confidence in the tank than the banker 
will place in the depositor. If you entrust your 
money with the tank for safe keeping, you do s«> 
without requiring any «■curity from th«' bank. If 
you barrow from the tank, you mu-t give adequat«* 
And acceptable security. If the state assumes the 
responsibility of saying whether a tank is sound or 
not, then the state morally becomes security for 
(he tank to the people.

The state should enact a very stringent and 
binding law governing private tanks. Stockhold­
ers should lie held rvsj>onsible to the depositor so 
long as they have a dollar. Bank officers who ab­
scond with depositor»’ money or who employs it in 
Any speculative entepriee, should forfeit their per­
gonal liberty for life. lndi*ed his punishment can 
pot be made too severe. If a tank official knew 
that his life would ¡aiy the forfeit for using a de­
positor's money wrongfully, there would be no dis­
honest tank officials.

Give us a system of tank inspection that does 
inspect one that makes the roa«l of a dishonest 
bank official most difficult and dangerous, and we 
will then offer an inducement to the people to form 
habits of thrift and economy and to not secrete 
lheir savings in old boots or tin cans. Money de­
posited is regarded as money in or subject to circu- 
¡aliuii If you secrete it in private hiding places, 
you withdraw it from circulation and you contrib­
ute towards a money stringency. The stat«* is in 
duty bound to protect the lives and property of her 
fitizens. We have absolutely no protection from 
|hc private tanker except his character for hon­
esty and responsibility.______________
