Sal Nero* Home in »¡Nation of the Constitution has legally authoriw-d inspector. The diahonret banker 
resulted'in.Legislatures having very liittv respect, 
fur our fundamental law. It has been violated 
with impunity whenever it lias auited a majority 
of our lawmakers to do so. The only instance 
wherein the Supreme Court has interfered with 
this wholesale violation of constitutional law was 
the placing of a veto on the building of an Eastern 
(Aegon insane asylum. Perhaps the evurt would 
have rendered a like decision if the building of 
these State colleges and the Soldiers’ Home had 
bevu called in question.

'i^iis light intimation of th« State constitution 
lias encoumgi*d other violations as w«*II. ft per­
mitted the expenditure of nearly $800,000 for the 
lx*wis and Clark Fair and for building the portage 
railway at The Dalles, to say nothing of appropria­
tions for the Slate and District fairsand numerous 
other small appropriations.

Now there are indicatuins that an assault wiH be 
made on the State treasury next January to secure 
funds to improve the mouth of the Columbia River 
and to continue the work on the Celilo Canal. al*> 
for a further extension of the portage railway.

When will them* State grafts upon the people’s 
money cease? When will the State liecume law­
obeying and law-abiding?

Ordinary decency on the part of the Legislature 
certainly requires that it should either take steps 
to re|>eal the Constitution or obey its requirements. 
How can the Ix*gislature expect that the laws it 
•uact» will be obeyed by the people if it violates 
with impunity what ought to be considered almost 
sacred our fundamental law?

As a matter of fact there is a city near the 
mouth of the Willamette River that in point of 
nopulatiun comprises about one-fourth of the State. 
Whenever that city concludes to assault the State 
treasury, no matter whether the purpose cunfhcts 
wiith the Constitution or not. it is able to control 
such a large percentage of the legislature that it 
usually accomplishes its purpose. Portland may 
mcci*«! in working the Columbia River graft upon 
the Ia-gistature. BMt. gentlemen, is it right? In 
¿he name of moral decency, let the Constitution be 
m|»ealed rather than inflict another insult on the 
vvnerabltf document. Smuctim« a halt must be 
Ailed in thia straining of constitutional law to fit 
‘he desires of sj»ecial localities of the State, and 
.here never was » more propitious time than the 
¡resent President Iteotw veil ia making astrong 
4fcrl ta-raake the trust* and landgrabber* respect 
th« law.

When a ¡lemon deposits his money in a luink he 
expects that he is placing it in absolutely safe 
hands. It certainly is the duty of the State to 

'ascertain the [responsibility of all money deposi­
tories. It owes this duty to th« citizen. In years 

! past there have been many bad bank failures in 
Oregon failures from which deposiUirs realized 
¡but a small per cent of their d«p»*ita. Had these 
lianks been inspected twice a year by a competent 

¡inspector, who had puwer to close the door when 
he found a l»ank w as unsafe, those failures would 

! probably have not been so disastrous to the de- 
11 «>sitors.

Certainly the State should enact a judicious 
banking law and provide an inspector to see that 
its provisions are properly obeyed. The State owes 
a duty to the citizen to proU*ct his property rights 
and to prevent, as far as possible, the citizen from 

I being illegally despoiled of his property, whether 
'it be land, stock, merchandise, or money. If one 
lias his money taken from him without his consent, 
the loss is just the same whether it be taken by 
the thief or by the dishonest banker. The law 
should protect the citizen in either case.

A State banking law should require semi-annual 
statements from each bank, the amount of de­
posits, loans, and the amount of cash in its vaults. 
A bank should not be allowed to loan more than 
two-thirds of its deposits, with the other third of 
the deposits in its vaults. If lianks were strictly 
required to obey such as the above regulations w« 
would rarely have a failure.
