The 
people practically said we enjoy paying heavy 
taxes for in our prosperous condition a few dollars 
more annually amounts to but little and besides 
our ability to pay a heavy tax is a proof that we 
are prosperous. Some day the ¡»eople will awaken 
to the fact tliat they are being buncoed and will 
give the ¡»arty responsible a rebuke m«»st pointed. 
They will conclude that for the taxes they ¡»ay 
they are entitled to a full return in good, econom­
ical government, and not the job lot of extrava­
gance that late legislatures have been serving up 
'♦ the State. About the limit in taxation has been 
reached. Retrenchment and reform shuuld some­
time have an inning.

Probably the most ¡»eculiar poitticai campaign 
that has ever occurreti in the Empire State is now 
on. Just what the result will be is some what of a 
conundrum.

William R. Ibarst, who is the nominee of the 
Independent Ixntgue and of the IYemocratic ¡»arty, 
is attracting an unusual amount of attention. 
After having been nominated by the Independent 
L«*ague people, of which ¡»arty hr was the recog­
nized leader and instigator, he succvedisl in hav­
ing hirnself indorsed by the Democratic party in 

.spite of the opposition of a majority of the Demo-, 
cratic leaders. Quite a large number of prominent 
Democrats r»*fui»<* point blank to support Mr. 
Hearst and are now actively supporting his Rcpub- 

j¡¡can oppontmt. Mr. Charles E. Hughes,
- Mr. Hi-arst*» defeat would be a foregone con- 
I elusion w ere it not the case that there are many 
Republicans who will give him their support. 
From a political viewpoint the situation is quite 
unique. Mr. IRktsI w ill be sup|x»rted by a large 
majority of the lk*mocr.its and a minority of the 
Republicans. Mr. Hughe» will lx» supported by a; 
large majority of the Republicans a minority of the 
Democrats. At the present time Mr. Hughes looks 
the w inner by a handsome majority. In addition
■ ■ . ■ .
Democrats, President Roosevelt is giving him all 
the assistance in the fight he can.

But then Mr. Hearst has shown himself to l»e a 
politician of the first order and an organizer of im­
mense ability. Prior to the meeting of the Duiuo- 
cratic State Convention Democratic leader» scoffed 
the idea of Mr. Hearst’s indorsement by the Buf­
falo Convention, yet when the convention met it j 
was soon n *certained that Mr. Hearst was in com­
plete control of it He was nominated for Gov­
ernor un the first ballot and had many votes to 
-pare, lt is conceded by unprejudiced judges that 
Mr. Hearst is decidedly in the race. He i& con­
ducting a whirlwind canqiaign. regardless of cost. 
He carries a first class brass band, vocalists and 
vaudeville artists with him. and consequently is 
attracting enormous crowds at every appointment. 
Being a newspajier man, Mr. Hearst knows well 
the power of judicious advertising. He has bought 
pages of s[»ace in many newspajH*rs that oppose 
his candidacy, and at ¡»oints that he cannot visit 
he has graphophone records of his speeches 
circulated.

If the Republican party was harmoniously united 
Mr. Hughes would be an easy winner. But that 
party is badly split into factions, Both United 
States Senators Platt and Depew are in disgrace. 
If the Democrats were at all harmonious and 
united they would win, hands down.

So with both ¡»artios disunited the present cam- 
¡»aign is conducted on almost personal grounds ex­
clusively. It is nut a fight uf Republicans vs. 
Democrats, but a contest between Mr. Hughes 
and Mr. Hearst.
